The New Mexico Environment Department (“NMED” or “Department”) recently received a
construction permit application for the above referenced facility. The application was submitted
by Sunbelt Pools, the Facility Contractor, without the construction permit fee. On April 24, 2007,
NMED notified you by letter that the application could not be processed without the construction
permit fee. NMED received the construction permit fee on May 7, 2007. On May 22, 2007,
supporting materials were submitted by C.T. Brannon Corporation, the Pool Engineer.

The NMED has conducted a preliminary review of your application and ruled it incomplete in
accordance with 7.18.2.10.G NMAC. This action is taken based upon concerns that the public
pool at the proposed site may constitute a menace to public health and safety. The basis for our
concerns and our regulatory authority is discussed below.

First, on June 5, 2007, the Department’s Hazardous Waste Bureau (*“HWB”) investigated a
complaint regarding the disposal of drums containing paint related wastes, asbestos piping, bug
repellents, and demolition debris into a pit at the proposed site. Based on information gathered
during a field investigation, the HWB determined that there was probable evidence that disposal
occurred at the site in the mid to late 1990’s. Additional information regarding responsible
parties and sile remediation, including a Phase I Environmental Study, is being gathered by the
HWB as part of an ongoing investigation.
